INT: What was vour impression of Chiang Kai-shek or opinion of him?
Because quite clearly there were guite a lot of people who felt that he
was the one who was corrupt and not worthy of support.

JPD: Well, Chiang was a product of a Japanese military academy. He worked
with the Russians later, when there was an attempt by the Guomindang to take
over China and to unify China. He had Russian advisers whom he used as he
would. not necessarily as they t-told him to do. And then he began to show
his real character when he came to power in the Central China. and he was
a... well, he was... let's not say a dictator, because he did not really control the
country, but he was certainly an authoritarian type. He was a poor general, by
all accounts and he was dependent upon manipulating a series of corrupt
generals and politicians to maintain his supreme position - nominally supreme.

INT: So did vou feel it would have been a better policy for the United
States to have tried to form better relations with Mao and the

communists than to go with Chiang Kai-shek?

JPD: Well, that's a highly relative question, becanse this depends on whether
the communists would take power, and how competent they would be.

INT: When it became clear that they were going to take power,

though?
